They will then check if 

your child’s vaccinations are up to date, and if not will organise the correct vaccine to be 

administered on the 22 June.  

Email received from immunisation co-ordinator below: 

We would offer all of the 3 Year 7 vaccines (chicken pox, Boostrix (Diphtheria, tetanus and whooping cough)

and HPV) to all students Year 8 -12. This would be done by disseminating consent cards for all 3 vaccines to 

all students - once we have received the signed consent cards we would double check our records and the 

HPV register to determine if the vaccine is still required.
